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BRIEF:

1) Create an effect with a heavy focus on sound.
Create a variety of effects in a group. Work together to create two minor effects and one major effect per member. The effects and story can be about anything and you are allowed to use a variety of resources in your effects such as 3D models. Work as a team to spread the workload and make difficult effects easier to manage. Try to use live footage and as much original content as possible as this will help to show off your skill in a showreel.

Don’t forget audio in your clip, it is expected and you will loose marks for not including sound effects and music.

It should have a narrative that helps justify the effects and bring everything together. While the piece should demonstrate your skills at visual effects, you should also be able to hold the viewers interest. 
OBJECTIVES:


To produce a visual effect based on the storyboards.

Be able to present a finished product to a client/peers with confidence. 

To demonstrate your skills, creativity and imagination. 

To extend your skills using familiar software.

SPECIFICATIONS:

· Storyboards must closely represent the end product.

· The visual effect should meet the brief.

· They must show 7 weeks worth of work

· It must be submitted in PAL widescreen or standard format.

· Final avi/mov file submitted to Ruben before the end of class.
